The Constitution of the Virginia Men's Rugby Club

Article I. Club Name

The name of this organization shall be the Virginia Men's Rugby Club.

Article II. Purpose

The purpose of the club shall be to play and promote the sport of rugby and to foster fellowship, teamwork, and sportsmanship both on and off the field.

Article III. Membership

The membership of this club shall consist exclusively of undergraduate students of the University of Virginia. The organization will not restrict membership and/or activity by reason of age, citizenship, color, disability, gender, race, religion, national origin, political affiliation, sexual orientation, or status as a disabled veteran or veteran of the Vietnam eras. Notwithstanding these requirements, the organization may restrict membership based on an ability to perform the activities related to the organizations purpose.

Article IV. Officers

The officers of the club shall be the President, Vice President, Treasurer, Match Secretary, Social Chairperson, and Public Relations Chairperson. Any other offices shall be created and filled as deemed necessary by consensus of the Membership. All officers

are expected to fulfill those duties described in the By-laws of the Virginia Rugby Union or assigned to them by the membership. The powers of the members of the Executive Committee shall individually or collectively include control over all expenditures and all policy decisions.

Article V. Elections

Elections shall be held at the Annual General Meeting (see Article VII) following the termination of the Fall season. All officers must serve a full year. Removal of officers shall be determined by a majority vote in a meeting described in Article VII.

Article VI. Committees

There shall be an Executive Committee, consisting of the President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Match Secretary. The Executive Committee shall be empowered to conduct the normal business of the club. All other committees shall be created by the Executive Committee or the membership and may have any of the powers assigned to the creating body. Any such committee may exist for any duration specified upon creation.

Article VII. Meetings

An Annual General Meeting (AGM) of the membership shall be held each year at a time set by the Executive Committee. The AGM shall be held after the end of the Fall season and before the end of the calendar year. Any other meeting shall be held as required. The quorum for any meeting shall be 16 Members, at least 3 of whom must be members of the Executive Committee.

Article VIII. Finance

The club may require all members to pay dues set by the Executive Committee. Expenditures of both self-generated funds and Student Activities Fees monies shall be determined by the Executive Committee. Expenditures of all funds must be made in nondiscriminatory fashion and must be reported to the Membership at each AGM along with a budget for the following year.

Article IX. Amendments and By-laws

This Constitution may be amended as a result of a mandate achieved through a three-fourths vote of the Membership. By-laws shall be promulgated as necessary by the Membership at any meeting called under Article VII. Notice of a proposed change in By-laws must be distributed to the Membership no less than 21 days preceding the called meeting.
